Interviewer: It's being farmed right now though
isn't it?

Orson Clark: Yes.

Interviewer: So what did you do besides working in
the Temple?

I had a sick spell there. Of course, that put me out
and I was out for awhile. The policy of the Temple
was that if you were out a month, I've just forgot-
ten how much, when you are out so long you can
just automatically be dropped. It took me a little
time to come out of it. So I was just automatically
dropped, that was all. After I got up and got going
again, then they sent us on a mission.

Interviewer: Where did you go?

Orson Clark: Florida.

Interviewer: What year did you go to Florida?

Orson Clark: 1971 I think it was.

Ruth Knowlton: What part of Florida were you in?

Orson Clark: We were right at the north end of
Lake Okeechobee. That is about the center of the
state. We were located right there on the north

end. We were there all the time were were there. 

Interviewer: How long were you on your mission?

Interviewer: Did you do proseltyizing work or were
you at work as a Branch President?
