ALBERT BACON HOMESTEADED 160 ACRES OF

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WE WENT OVER THERE TO THE HOMESTEAD
ONCE AND THERE WERE BEES, YELLOW JACKETS,
IN THE WINDOW. | BET THERE WAS A THOUSAND
IN THERE. | HAD TO TEND ELDRED. HE WAS IN
THE BUGGY. | HAD TO TAKE HIM WAY OFF FROM
THE HOUSE. DAD (ALBERT) ROLLED UP A PA-

PER AND LIT IT. HE BURNED THE WINGS OF
THOSE BEES THAT WERE IN THE WINDOW. THEN
HE COULD KILL THEM BECAUSE THEY COULDN'T
FLY. 1 WAS SCARED TO DEATH.(H18)
