WHERE IT CAME FROM AND WHO HAD LIVED IN
IT. THE PICTURES I GOT FROM HER I TOOK TO A
COPY CENTER AND HAD COPIES MADE FOR ME
AND TOOK HER PICTURES BACK TO HER.

I THEN VISITED RAY AND LAPRIEL DUNFORD,
STAN AND ROSE DUNN, EARL AND GLENNA
BARTSCHI AND DID THE SAME THING. I ASKED
THEM ABOUT THEIR LIVES, THEIR PARENTS AND
GRANDPARENTS AND OTHER FAMILY MEM-
